Privacy & Protection Act) seeks
to create national standards for
data practices and the collection
of personal information. The act

would increase oversight by
enacting new cybersecurity

requirements.

The bill applies to most

entities and those that use
data on behalf of other

entities, The bill specifically
applies to “covered data” or
information that identifies,
links, or can be reasonably

linked to an individual.

The scope of the ADPPA is

inclusive of consumer payment
data. If passed into law, the

ADPPA will be the closest the
U.S. has come to establishing
